6. Executive Director’s Report31
Gave the board information on the loans on the Radio Shack and the low income apartments.  He32
is closing out the Preserve America Grant.  Much of the money has been spent putting signs on33
the Heritage Hwy some of it was used in Mt. Pleasant.  He received $95,000 for the grant and had34
to match that.  He will be moving the Heritage Hwy accounts to the Heritage Center in Ephraim35
although Mt. Pleasant will serve as the Chair Community.  The Main Street Board held their36
monthly meeting and discussed several projects.  He has received $75,000 grant for the library37
and another $75,000 match.38

7. Chairman’s Report40
The Chairman reported that he was on two conference calls today regarding the Economic41
Stimulus Package.  It seems that no one really understands how it will work but everyone is42
putting together lists of projects they would like to see done.  He is concerned because it seems43
