Mt. Pleasant City is a Public Power Utility, we are also 

part of UAMPS (Utah Associated Municipal Power 

Systems). Did you know that if you live in a public 

power community, it means you own your electric 

utility ? This means you benefit from affordable ener-

gy, better service, and a utility that cares about the 

overall well-being and growth of your community.  

As a whole, public power utilities have lower rates 

than other types of electric utilities. Residential customers of public power 

utilities pay 13% less than customers of investor-owned utilities– for the 

average U.S. household, that’s $176.79 saved each year or about $15 per 

month.
